It applies to individuals who are responsible for the management of sports turf facilities and who analyse 

information and exercise judgement to complete a range of advanced skilled activities and demonstrate deep 

knowledge in specific technical areas. They have accountability for the work of others and analyse, design 

and communicate solutions to a range of complex problems. 

No licensing, legislative or certification requirements apply to this qualification at the time of publication. 

Entry Requirements 

To commence this qualification an individual must have: 

• completed a Certificate III in Sports Turf Management or an equivalent turf management trade level 

qualification 

or 

• a certificate III level qualification in amenity horticulture combined with two years current work 

experience in a trade level role at a sports turf facility.
